Angelou's parents were divorced when she had three years, and her
home life became instable. Angelou said his brother, which she told the rest of the family, and
Freeman was arrested and accused. He was only held in jail for a day, but he was murdered soon after his release. Some scholars think Uncles AngelouA ¢ s were responsible for avenge for what Freeman had made for Angelou. mute. He wasted to a friend teacher and family, Mrs Bertha Flores, took an interest in Angelou that she was able to find her
voice Again.d, Flores introduced Angelou to authors like William Shakespeare and Edgar Allen Poe as well as Black artists such as Frances Harper and Jessie Fauset. Years later Angelou stated that she could not speak because she believed that her voice had killed Freeman. She felt that the Freeman murder was evidence that her words had the
power to kill. However, it was during this difficult period of his life that Angelou ¢ s interest in poetry and writing began to root. During this time, she also formed in schoolboy and had her son, Clyde, with the age of Seventeen. And Angelou married his first husband, Enistious Tosh Angelou in 1951. Around this time, she began to pursue the art plus
sane. After his marriage finished in 1954, Angelou began to dance professionally in clubs in San Francisco. Her managers at Purple Onion, a nightclub, suggested that she formally adopts her name, a Maya Angelou, a whom she did. In 1959, Angelou moved to New York to focus on his writer career. She joined Harlem Writers Guild, where she met
several other African American authors and began to publish his work. In 1960, she met Civil Rights Martin Luther King, Jr. After hearing him speak, Angelou started volunteering on the benefit of SOUTHERN CHRISTIAN LEADERSHIP (SCLC) and having a support as a political activist.&, AngelouA ¢ s professional writer career took off when she and
her son changed changed In 1962.
